Everything has changed,
and the sense of isolation, of the weight of a million unanswered questions, and the
crying — the constant crying- can become overwhelming.

Family Connects Greenville launched in March 2023 to help families recognize and address
the stress of bringing a newborn into the home by pairing parents of newborns with a DHEC
nurse, who visits the family in the hospital, and then again 5 weeks later in the home.

Family Connects has demonstrated a reduction in maternal stress, infant injuries, and DSS cases- and is
universally available throughout the community.
